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“| stood over the clear plastic box that had this couple’s son in it Have you ever prayed?

and he’s got these tubes and wires coming out of his chest and his stomach
and his mouth and his nose. And | prayed. And | asked God to heal him. If so, how do you pray? What do you pray for?

And then | found out later that all kinds of people were praying for him.
And he hung on for a little while, but he didn’t make it and he died.” What are some situations you’ve prayed for that didn’t end the way you’d hoped?

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Does God answer prayer?
Do you think sometimes he says no?

If God’s gonna do what God’s gonna do, then why pray?
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Then Jesus went with his disciples to a place called Gethsemane,
and he said to them, “Sit here while | go over there and pray.”

He took Peter and the two sons of Zebedee along with him,

and he began to be sorrowful and troubled. Then he said to them,
“My soul is overwhelmed with sorrow to the point of death.

Stay here and keep watch with me.”

Going a little farther, he fell with his face to the ground and prayed,
“My Father, if it is possible, may this cup be taken from me.
Yet not as | will, but as you will.”

Matthew 26:36-39 (NIV)
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“So, in the first prayer, he essentially says, ‘Is there some way out of this? Are there things in your life right now that you wish were different?
| don’t really want to go through this. Is there some other plan here?’ Stuff you’re dealing with? Situations you’re going through?
