“Because your story is not over. The last word has not been spoken.
And there may be way more going on here than any of us realize.”

“So may you be released from always having to understand why everything happens the way that it does.
May this freedom open you up to all sorts of new perspectives. 
And may you have the wisdom to know when to say, ‘I spoke once, but now I will say no more.’”
